A Handling - 65 Points
B. Member’s Appearance and Attitude - 35 Points
C. Member’s Interview - 50 Points
TOTAL - 150 Points

REQUIREMENTS AND RULES

A Applicants for the Canine Royalty MUST be currently enrolled in the Darke County 4-H or FFA
program and be enrolled in a dog project.

B. Applicants for the Canine Royalty will be judged on poise, personality, knowledge of a dog, and
the ability to handle a dog other than your own in Showmanship.

C. You will not be handling your own dog during the contest, the dog will be supplied randomly for
you.

D. You will be judged on a formal interview as well as handling and appearance. The interview will
consist of a 3-5 minute speech about a topic of your choice, relating to dogs, and an impromptu
guestion, chosen at random.

E. BOY DRESS CODE:
a. Dress pants (tie is optional)
b. Show appropriate shoes only

F. GIRL DRESS CODE:
1. Street length dresses or dress pants, no formal
2. No heels, show appropriate shoes only

G. QUEEN CANDIDATE - You will need an escort.

H. KING CANDIDATE - You will need an escort.
